If you completed or plan to complete the 2020-2021 Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA), please note that this application uses tax information from 2018 to determine your
eligibility for federal financial aid. If your financial situation has changed drastically since 2018, it
is of vital importance to contact the financial aid office at your college or university as soon as
possible to discuss your options. Each institution will have its own method for documenting your
new financial situation and reassessing your financial need:
